Understanding the world


Our topics this term are ‘Here, there and everywhere’ (journeys, travelling and transport), ‘then and now’ and ‘growing seeds’.  The children will be involved in using and making simple maps and plans, planning journeys and thinking about different modes of transport.  We will be comparing a range of artefacts from past and present and understanding how life changes. 


In Forest Schools children will be planting and tending seeds, minibeasts and following the children’s own interests.











Communication, Language and Literacy


We shall be learning to write and use capital letters and to name the letters of the alphabet. We will continue to read in a group in school and to use non-fiction books.  By the end of the year your child should be able to read a simple book, and recognise a growing range of words.  In writing we will continue to write simple sentences using a capital letter at the beginning and a full stop at the end.  Children are encouraged to write as independently as possible, building up words from the sounds they can hear.








Mathematical development and problem solving


We shall be consolidating our ability to read, write and order numbers to at least 20.   We will begin to record simple addition and subtraction and also one more than and one less than a given number.  Your child will continue to experience activities involving simple weighing, measuring, sorting and develop their understanding of the passing of time.











Creative development


As with last term children will be able to use a variety of media; paints, collage materials, pastels, chalks etc to create a range of pictures and patterns.  


In both directed and non-directed activities they will be encouraged to talk about and reflect on what they have done. 


 In music sessions they will join in with simple songs and rhymes, play percussion and copy and tap out simple rhythms.


We shall be encouraging the children to act out and develop the traditional stories they know in their play.

Personal, Social and Emotional development


As with last term we shall  be encouraging children to make good relationships with everyone and to be able to sort out any differences they have in a peaceable way.  


We will help them to become good listeners and learners and motivate them through providing a wide range of activities from which they can choose. They will become independent, enthusiastic learners. 


We shall encourage them to do their best at all times and to look after their classroom and school.














Physical development


This term children continue to develop skills they were practising last term, namely developing more fully a sense of their own space and that of others, practising a range of ball skills and some athletics. They will have  opportunities to use a variety of equipment though fun activities and games.  In the classroom they will become more skilled at using tools including the sellotape dispenser, scissors, cutters, rulers and various construction kits.
