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800 YEARS OF THE CITY OF YORK




Class 4 Transition Project
The 9th July 2012 marked the 800th anniversary of York becoming a self-governing city. In 1212 King John signed a charter allowing York’s citizens, rather than the sheriff, to collect and pay the annual tax to the Crown, to hold their own courts and to appoint a mayor.

This year’s transition project will require you to investigate York’s eventful past (not just the last 800 hundred years).  York's turbulent history can be traced back nearly 2,000 years. It began in earnest in AD71 when the Romans, at the height of their powers, conquered the Celtic tribes known as the Brigantes and founded Eboracum which, by the fourth century, was the capital of lower Britain. 
Your project needs to include information about the following time periods:
1. Eboracum: Roman York
2. Eoferwic: Anglo-Saxon York
3. Jorvik: Viking York
4. Norman and Medieval York
5. The Age of Decline: All great cities undergo a period of decline during their history and York's occurred during Tudor times.

6. The Civil war
7. Georgian York
8. The Railway Age to the present day
9. Other information: If there is any other information you would like to add to your project you may include it here.

It would be a good idea to include a front cover and contents page.  You could also add a timeline if you wish.  Approximately 1-2 pages for each time period should be sufficient.  However, you could do more if you wish.    

To help you complete this project you could look at home for any books that could help you, visit the City of York library and local museums or use the internet (www.historyofyork.org.uk is a good place to start).   
Your project will need to be well presented and full of interesting information. You need to include text (handwritten and/or typed) and graphics (pictures, drawings, photos etc).  There will be prizes for the best projects.  I will be considering effort, content and presentation.
