Visit to The Yorkshire Museum: Life in Anglo Saxon York
As part of our History topic work on the Anglo Saxons, I am really excited to say that I have arranged for Class 4 to visit The Yorkshire Museum on Thursday 2nd November 2017.  We will be leaving school at 9.15am (children will still need to be in school at the usual time) and will be back at school before the end of the school day.  

Pupils will find out about life in Eoforwic (Anglo Saxon York) exploring Christianity & learning, artistry, trade, home life and burials through the objects and evidence found in York. The session will be led by a Learning Facilitator from York Museums Trust who is in character as a Thane, Oshere, or his wife Adelburga, in 1047 as Edward the Confessor comes to the throne. Activities include weaving, using a quern stone, braiding, engraving patterns, using quills and ink and playing Anglo Saxon games. The pupils will also attend the Thane’s feast! 
This session involves the use of wholegrain wheat during the quern stone activity. Should your child have an allergy to wheat please let me know.

We will also explore a British Museum and York Museums Trust Partnership Exhibition ‘Viking :Rediscover the Legend.’ Featuring some of the most exciting Anglo-Saxon and Viking discoveries ever made, the exhibition explores how the Vikings transformed life in Britain. Star objects from the British Museum feature alongside the Yorkshire Museum’s world class collections and are interpreted in new ways to give a fresh perspective on how the Vikings shaped every aspect of life in Britain.

Children will need:

· A packed lunch
- no cans, fizzy drinks or glass bottles, please - in a small bag.

· A small snack - kept separate from their packed lunch.  This will be eaten on the coach on the way to the museum so fruit is not suitable as we cannot easily dispose of the skins/cores; a cereal bar or similar would be great.
· Travel sickness tablets, if necessary - taken at the required time before travel.
The voluntary contribution for the visit is £12.00 for each child for the cost of the coach travel, entrance to the museum and the workshop.  This should be paid via ParentPay.
